Fly overnight to Ireland 
Day 2 – Shannon * County Kerry:  arrive in Shannon, travel to County Kerry 
Day 3 – Killarney * County Kerry:  travel through Killarney, take an excursion to the 
Ring of Kerry, visit the Bog Village Museum 
Day 4 – County Kerry * Dublin:  see Cashel Rock, visit Blarney Castle, continue on to 
Dublin 
Day 5 – Dublin:  take a guided tour of Dublin, see the Book of Kells at Trinity College, 
visit St. Patrick’s Cathedral

Day 6 – Dublin * North Wales:  Take a ferry from Dublin to Holyhead, visit a Welsh 
castle, travel through Snowdonia 
Day 7 – Lake District * Edinburgh:  travel through the Lake District, visit Rydal Mount, 
continue on to Edinburgh 
Day 8 – Edinburgh:  take a guided tour of Edinburgh, take a walking tour of Ediburgh, 
board a night train to London 
Day 9 – London:  take a guided tour of London, take a walking tour of London 
Day 10 – Tour Extension 
Day 11 – Oxford * Bath Region:  take a tour of Oxford, visit Brasenose College, take a 
guided tour of Bath 
Day 12 – Bath Region:  take an excursion to Glastonbury, Wells and Cheddar
